	This checklist is designed to assist you when determining compliance with 29CFR1910.120 and is not intended as a sole source for items to be completed.  Use it in conjunction with all applicable governing directives.

Occupational Safety and Health Program - 1910.120(b)(1)(i)

Each hazardous waste site clean-up effort will require a site specific, written occupational safety and health program prior to work beginning.  
· Does the program facilitate coordination and communication of safety and health issues among personnel responsible for the various activities which will take place at the site?
· Does the program provide for planning and implementing the needed safety and health training and job orientation of employees who will be working at the site?
· Does the program provide for identifying and controlling worksite hazards and for monitoring program effectiveness?
· Does the program cover the responsibilities and authority of the site coordinator for the safety and health of site employees?
· Does the program cover the relationships with contractors or support services as to what their safety and health responsibilities are for their employees on the site?  
Note:  Each contractor on the site needs to have its own safety and health program so structured that it will smoothly interface with the site’s program.
· Has the organization involved with treating, storing or disposal of hazardous materials implemented a safety and health program for their employees?
· Does the program include the hazard communication program requirement as part of the organization’s comprehensive overall safety and health program?

Does the site safety and health program include the following? 

· Policy statements of the line of authority and accountability for implementing the program, the objectives of the program, and the role of the site safety and health officer or manager and staff; 
· Means or methods for the development of procedures for identifying and controlling workplace hazards at the site; 
· Means or methods for the development and communication to employees of the various plans, work rules, standard operating procedures and practices that pertain to individual employees and supervisors; 
· Means for the training of supervisors and employees to develop the needed skills and knowledge to perform their work in a safe and healthful manner; 
· Means to anticipate and prepare for emergency situations and; 
· Means for obtaining information feedback to aid in evaluating the program and for improving the effectiveness of the program.
  
Training - 1910.120(e) & 1910.120(p)(7)

Does the site supervisor have training in their responsibilities under the following safety and health programs?
· Spill containment program; 
· Personal protective equipment program; 
· Medical surveillance program; 
· Emergency response plan and other pertinent areas.
 
Does the training programs for employees address? 
· Organization's safety and health program elements impacting employees; 
· Hazard communication program; 
· Hazards and the controls for such hazards that employees’ need to know for their job duties and functions. 
· Do new employees receive 24 hours of initial training?
· Do all training programs require 8 hours of annual refresher training?

Does the training program for employees covered by the Emergency response program address the following? 
· The hazards associated with hazardous substances; 
· Hazard identification and awareness; 
· Notification of appropriate persons; 
· The need for and use of personal protective equipment, including respirators; 
· The decontamination procedures to be used; 
· Preplanning activities for hazardous substance incidents including the emergency response plan; 
· Company standard operating procedures for hazardous substance emergency responses;
· The use of the incident command system and other subjects. 
Does hazardous materials specialist training (usually members of hazardous materials teams) address the following?
· The care, use and/or testing of chemical protective clothing including totally encapsulating suits; 
· The medical surveillance program; and 
· The standard operating procedures for the hazardous materials team including the use of plugging and patching equipment and other subject areas.
Decontamination - 1910.120(k)

· Does the site have decontamination procedures tailored to the specific hazards of the site should there be employee exposure to hazardous substances or chemicals?
Emergency Response Plan - 1910.120(p)(8)(i)

· Does the site have an emergency response plan?  

NOTE: Organizations involved with treatment, storage, and disposal facilities for hazardous waste, which have the required contingency plan called for by their permit, would not need to duplicate the same planning elements.  Those items of the emergency response plan may be substituted into the emergency response plan required in 1910.120 or otherwise kept together for organization and employee use.
Personal Protective Equipment Program - 1910.120(g)(5)

· Has a site characterization and analysis been conducted to determine potential employee exposure to hazards requiring PPE? - 1910.120(g)(3)(i)
· Does the site have a written PPE program? - 1910.120(g)(5)
· Does the written program include policy statements, procedures, and guidelines?  
· Are copies of the written PPE program made available to all employees?
· Is a reference copy of the written PPE program made available at the worksite?
Incident Command System (ICS) - 1910.120(q)(3)(i)

· Has the ICS been implemented for the hazardous waste site?
Site Safety and Control Plan - 1910.120(d)(2)

· Is there a comprehensive site safety and control plan established for the site? 
· Is the plan part of the organization’s emergency response plan or an extension of it to the specific site?
Does the plan include the following?
· Summary analysis of hazards on the site and a risk analysis of those hazards; 
· Site map or sketch; 
· Site work zones (clean zone, transition or decontamination zone, work or hot zone); 
· Use of the buddy system; 
· Site communications; 
· Command post or command center; 
· Standard operating procedures and safe work practices; 
· Medical assistance and triage area; 
· Hazard monitoring plan (air contaminate monitoring, etc.); 
· Decontamination procedures and area; and other relevant areas 
Medical Surveillance Program - 1910.120(f)

· Does the organization have a medical surveillance program for workers handling toxic substances or chemicals?
[bookmark: 1910.120(f)(2)(i)]Is a medical surveillance program instituted for the following employees?
· [bookmark: 1910.120(f)(2)(ii)]All employees who are or may be exposed to hazardous substances or health hazards at or above the established permissible exposure limit, above the published exposure levels for these substances, without regard to the use of respirators, for 30 days or more a year;
· [bookmark: 1910.120(f)(2)(iii)]All employees who wear a respirator for 30 days or more a year or as required by 1910.134;
· [bookmark: 1910.120(f)(2)(iv)]All employees who are injured, become ill or develop signs or symptoms due to possible overexposure involving hazardous substances or health hazards from an emergency response or hazardous waste operation; and
· Members of HAZMAT teams.
· [bookmark: 1910.120(f)(3)]Are the frequency of medical examinations and consultations per 1910.120(f)(3)?
Spill Containment Program - 1910.120(j)(1)(viii)

· Has the organization implemented a program to contain and control spilled material?  
· Do workers performing spill control work wear the proper PPE for the materials present?
· Do workers performing spill control work follow established procedures for spill control? 
· Are involved workers trained in established operating procedures; in use and care of spill control equipment; and in associated hazards and control of such hazards of spill containment work?
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
